Dangerous sports are often activities that people take part in exactly because there
is an element of danger involved. The facts that these dangerous sports have killed
a number of people does not prevent some people from trying them out.

Totality figures are hard to determine, as event organizers understandably do
not wish bad publicity for the event. Nevertheless, there are a few sports that
can claim to be the world’s most dangerous sports. Although there is no official
ranking, there are a few sports that pop up on the list time and again.

High up on the list of dangerous sports, literally, is base jumping. In this activity,
the participant jumps from high buildings, bridges or the sides of cliffs. The
purpose of base jumping is to wait as long as possible before eventually pulling
the parachute chord. There is no safety net and no alternative means of stopping
before you hit the ground. Figures estimate that around 15 people are killed each
year due to base jumping. BASE jumpers have always leapt from the Golden
Gate Bridge, the Eiffel tower and the empire state building. People who try thl,S
sport almost always end up getting arrested because it is illicit and some don’t

even live long enough to get incarcerated.
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
